Rules for exhibitors 

are as laid down by the secretary in the Annual Show Schedule except (a) entries must be in by 7pm on Thursday 22 March.  

Late entries will be charged double and no entry will be accepted after Friday 23 March (b) exhibits must be staged between 

9 – 10.45am on the morning of the show when the Hall will be cleared.  Cups will be awarded to the winner of most points in each 

open Division and the Mead Vase will be awarded to the person having entered in at least three of the five divisions and gaining 

the most points in the show.  Easter eggs will be awarded to the winner of the most points in each of the children's age groups and 

£1 will be donated to Dr Radcliffe’s School Full Circle for each entry at the Show from a Dr Radcliffe’s School pupil.
